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Draft Wasatch Growth Principles

The Wasatch Choices 2040 visioning process is also exploring principles to act as a guide
for decisions that impact growth, transportation, and the environment. To find out the
issues important to residents, Wasatch Choices 2040 surveyed participants at 13
workshops earlier this year. A broad-based Steering Committee then used the tabulated
responses to compose the following draft Wasatch Growth Principles:

Transportation

— Provide regional mobility and a variety of interconnected transportation choices that link
jobs, homes, and educational and activity centers.

— Coordinate transportation decisions with schools and educational centers.

— Anticipate future technologies and markets (demand) when designing the regional
transportation system.

Land-Use

— Land-use planning and decisions are a function of local communities.

— Integrate local land-use and transportation planning with regional transportation
systems and plans.

— Encourage local land-use planning and policy to be consistent with these principles.

Environment

— Protect, preserve and enhance the environment.

— Preserve and enhance the aesthetic beauty of our natural and man-made environment.
— Minimize impacts to the natural environment.

— Promote conservation of energy and water and regionally significant/critical lands.

Public Health and Safety

— Plan communities for physical activity and healthy living.

— Provide for a safe and adequate water supply.

— Promote interconnected access for police and emergency services.

— Provide safe transportation and infrastructure systems.

Collaboration and Implementation

— Promote local and regional cooperation and coordination among governmental,
business, and community organizations.

— State and local tax policies should be consistent with quality growth.

Economy
— Transportation and land use decisions should foster a robust economy

— Coordinate economic development activities to strengthen our region’s competitiveness
in the global economy

— Strengthen Utah’s role as the crossroads of the west
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Over 50 community leaders
volunteer on the Regional
Growth Committee, including
representatives from the state,
counties, cities, chambers of
commerce, developers,
education, engineering, air
quality interests, water
conservancy districts,

utilities, minority groups,

and others.

Housing

— Provide housing for all ranges of lifestages, households and incomes.

Infrastructure

— Public infrastructure should be cost effective, efficient, affordable and adequately
maintained.

— Encourage future commercial and residential areas within close proximity of each other
to reduce travel distances.

— Promote redevelopment, utilizing existing infrastructure and resources where feasible to
alleviate some need for new infrastructure.

Cultural and Historic Values
— Promote a sense of community.
— Preserve cultural, historical buildings, landscapes and features.

— Promote unity and cohesiveness while valuing diversity.

Highlights from Recent Dan Jones Survey

Dan Jones & Associates, an independent research firm, surveyed residents of Weber,
Davis, Salt Lake and Utah Counties on growth issues. Seven hundred and three
interviews were held with a margin of error of 3.8%. Significant findings include:

— 45% had a positive attitude toward this growth when informed that in the coming
years the Wasatch Front will grow by about 40,000 people and 20,000 jobs per
year.

— 77% had a positive attitude toward growth when asked “If future growth were
guided effectively by the principles you favor.”

—  80% of residents feel it is a high priority or a very high priority that their local
government cooperates with other cities and counties in the region in addressing
growth issues.

— 76% of residents feel it is important or very important that their cities coordinate
local growth with regional transportation plans.

- 39% of residents selected city and county governments working together as the
best means to implement the growth principles they favor.
